CONSTITUTION

1. The Club shall be known as Lanarkshire Motorcycle Club Ltd, herein after called the Club, a club limited by guarantee and not having a share capital.

2. The aims of the Club shall be:

(a)
To promote and encourage all motorcycling sport.

(b)
To organise both social and competitive events.

(c)
To encourage a better image of motor cycling to the pubic.

3. The Club shall be affiliated to the Scottish Auto Cycle Union Ltd.

4. The predominant Club colours shall be Red, White and Blue.

5. Life membership shall be at the discretion of the committee.

a) Ordinary annual membership is by discretion of the committee.

6. Application for Ordinary Membership must be made in writing to the Club secretary.

7. Every member, at the discretion of the Committee, shall be allowed to take part in Club activities and may make use of any facilities afforded.

8. Club affairs shall be conducted by a Committee elected at the Annual General Meeting (AGM), comprising of:

b) Chairman.

c) Vice Chairman.
d) Treasurer.

e) Secretary.

f) One third of the above shall retire from office at each AGM and be eligible for re-election.

g) A maximum of twelve (12) others will be elected, to serve for a two (2) year term, and be eligible for re-election.

9. Five (5) members of the committee will form a quorum.

10. The Directors shall be Ex-Officio members of a sub committee.

11. If for any reason a Director or Committee member ceases to act during their term of office, a successor shall be appointed by the Committee, to stand in until the next AGM.

12. A Committee member, who fails to attend three (3) consecutive meetings, without due reason, will be asked to tender their resignation in writing.

13. The Committee shall have the power to appoint a Sub-Committee to organise any activity, from their own or the membership.  The convenor of a Sub-Committee will be from the Committee.

14. The Committee has full power of management and control over the conduct and affairs of the Club.

15. An AGM shall he held not more than fifteen (15) months after and not less than twelve (12) months from the date of the previous AGM at a place the Committee shall appoint for the purpose of:

a) Financial reports made up to the end of October preceding.

b) Electing of Committee members.

c) Business on the Agenda and any other at Chairman’s discretion.

d) Member will be given twenty one (21) days notice in writing of an AGM.

16. An Extra-Ordinary General Meeting (EOGM) may be called on the receipt by the secretary of a requisition signed by not less than one tenth of the fully subscribed membership.  Any such meeting must be held within twenty one (21) days of receipt of the requisition, not less than fourteen (14) days notice, in writing, shall be given to members.

17. Every member present at the AGM or EOGM shall have only one (1) vote and no resolution shall be deemed unless two thirds of those present vote in favour of the resolution.

18. The annual subscription fees will he reviewed at the AGM.

19. The administration year of the Club shall end on 31st December.

20. The Financial Year of the Club shall end on the 31st October.

21. All subscriptions, monies, received for the Club, shall he paid into the Club's bank account.  The Treasurer, Secretary and Chairman shall be authorised to sign cheques.  All subscription monies should be made payable to Lanarkshire Motorcycle Club Ltd. and all cheques or postal orders should he crossed.

22. In October, a Financial statement of the Club’s accounts shall be prepared by the Treasurer and audited by the auditor, who shall be appointed at the AGM.

23. Any member who indulges in any conduct whatsoever liable to bring the good name of the Club into disrepute may have his or her membership withdrawn, provided that the member(s) receive notice in writing.  The Committee’s decision is final.

24. No amendment shall be made to the constitution except at an AGM or an EOGM called for such purpose.

25. No amendment shall be made to the Club rules except at an AGM or an EOGM by two thirds of those eligible to vote, voting in favour of the resolution.

26. The Chairman, at any Committee meeting, shall have the right to vote on every motion as a member, in the case of equality, shall have a second casting vote.

27. In the event of the Club ceasing to function, the Committee may call an EOGM to wind-up the Club, with any funds or equipment being donated to some branch of Motorcycle Sport, agreed by the majority present.
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
